Programmes centre on 
Beethoven’s piano concertos alongside chamber 
performances across the festival.

TALENT DEVELOPMENT

Working in partnership with 
homeless shelters across 
London (including with 
our fl agship partner The 
Connection) on projects that 
culminate in sharing and 
performance. We will work with 
120 individuals experiencing 
homelessness in partnership 
with 8 organisations.

This season we launch a 
new project that builds 
on our work with people 
experiencing homelessness. 
Our homelessness orchestra 
brings together people from 
multiple partner centres to 
create music together learning 
instruments including violin, 
cello, trombone, guitar and 
percussion.

Our new Associate Fellowship 
gives two early-career violinists 
the opportunity to experience 
ASMF in all its forms. 
Fellows join our musicians 
for orchestral and chamber 
performances throughout the 
season, receiving coaching and 
mentoring from our players to 
help them reach the next level.

ASMF’s side-by-side and 
coaching opportunities support 
younger musicians to develop 
skills in our unique style of 
chamber playing. From our 
collaboration with Sinfonia Smith 
Square to our commitment to 
social purpose in every tour, our 
support of the next generation 
takes place throughout the year 
and around the world.
